Signs of heat exhaustion and 
stroke include dry mouth and 
nose, abnormal breathing 
pattern and heart rate, heavy 
drooling and pale or extremely 
dark gums.  In the latter stages, 
your dog may become 
disoriented and suffer seizures. 
 

If your dog exhibits any sign of 
heatstroke, hose him down 
immediately with tepid water 
paying careful attention to his 
head, underbelly and paws.  
Notify your veterinarian and 
transport your buddy there as 
quickly as possible.
